The <aero:ensClass> object indicates registration classes in which a given contact can register domain names. The value of <aero:ensClass> class must be one of the following -  “default”, “airport” or “airline”.  The ‘default’ class denotes the ability to register a name like anyname.aero. The ‘airline denotes the ability to register a name like anyname.airline.aero. The ‘airport’ class denotes the ability to register a name like anyname.airport.aero

<aero:ensClass>default</aero:ensClass> is required.

<aero:ensClass>airline</aero:ensClass> and <aero:ensClass>airport</aero:ensClass> are optional.

More than one <aero:ensClass> object can be included in any single transaction.

The XML in Appendix A below shows an example in which the ability to register domains in all three classes is included in Contact Create XML.

This is an optional legacy data field and no data entry is required.

CredentialsType

This is the type of credential information the registrant has chosen to provide. List of expected values and acceptable combinations of credentials types and registrant groups is shown in the separately attached credentials table.  Also see examples below.

CredentialsValue


This is the information provided by the registrant in relation to selected registrant group and credentials type.   Please review the attached credentials table (CredentialsTable.xls) for recommended descriptions of the input required. 

8. 
CodeValue

This is an optional legacy data field which was earlier used to designate uniquely each possible combination of registrant group and credentials type. Since both fields are now already present, no data entry is required.

9. 
UniqueIdentifier

This is an optional legacy data field and no data entry is required.
Examples: 

For example a registrant from a registrant group “Airline” may chose the credentials type “IATA 2character airline identifier” and as credentials value provide its code which is “XX”. 

Or a registrant from a group Aviation Suppliers or Service providers selects a credentials type “Other 17Z” and in the credentials value provides a hyperlink to a web site which describes the aviation activity of the registrant. This is the most frequently chosen option by registrants.
